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The CARE House continues to provide the area with quality therapy 

that has been proven to be effective.  One of the new  therapies we 

are providing is an early intervention for children that have been   

exposed to a  traumatic event. This intervention is called Child and 

Family Traumatic Stress Intervention  or CFTSI.  

 

This phase of CFTSI training  is for children, age 7-18, who have had 

a trauma or who made an abuse disclosure within the prior 45 days.  

CFTSI builds a strong bond between the child and caregiver giving 

them the tools to cope with the possible impacts the trauma may 

cause. Children learn how to communicate their feelings, while    

caregivers learn the signs of traumatic stress a child might exhibit. 

This intervention is  much shorter than other trauma counseling,  

being under ten sessions.  If further trauma work is needed  CFTSI 

connects well as an introductory phase.  

 

At CARE House, we want our community to know that we believe 

that  evidenced based therapies, are the best we can provide, and all 

children deserve the best.  So every day, we work hard at helping the   

children of the Pee Dee heal so that their abuse is only a speedbump 

on their road to success.
